2007 will go down in history as a banner
year, for our agency culminating in reaching
our 10 ten year goal of establishing a perma-
nent shelter and office site. Renovations of
the new site began in January and ended with
the ribbon cutting ceremony July 20th.

So many people were instrumental in making
this possible. Starting with a $758,000 grant
from Arizona Housing. Navajo Social De-
partment of Socials Services allow us to
spend $52,000 for new furniture for the shel-
ter and office.

SSPW Architects donated the blueprints for
the project. Lake Powell Appraisal—Dale
Leave donated his services for the appraisal.

Lake Powell Construction did a beautiful job
in all the interior renovations and did all the
work within the grant allotment. As I told

Jim Arnold, owner of Lake Powell
construction, you gave us a Cadillac
on a Chevy budget.

Felix Fuller, the husband of our Shel-
ter manager and employee of SRP,
worked with us to get a $12,500 grant
from SRP for external renovations.
Even though they moved back to
Shonto, he and his family and friends
came and helped paint and landscape
the grounds.

Boston True Value donated machin-
ery for the project. Hancock's Materi-
als donated all the gravel and sand for
landscaping.

A crew of teenagers from the Page
Police Department weeded the play-
ground. Staff and Volunteers spent
many weekends painting,

and cleaning, weeding and landscaping. Ron
Macdonald, board member, joined in the
efforts. Janet Brown, Board President and
Pam Brown past owner of the site were spot-
ted weeding and planting in the graders.
Joyce Trull saved the day when we couldn’t
find widow covers by making all the curtain
for the shelter.

I am especially appreciating of all PRDVS
staff that spent countless hours, nights and
weekends to make this happen. Their dedica-
tion to the cause must be noted and praised.
A plaque hangs in the main office with all
their names so that they will be remembered
for all time.

It may take a village to raise a child but it
takes a community to build a shelter.

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A Word About Grants

There are two types of funding the
agency receive : government and
foundations grants. State and Federal
programs are actually contracted
money which means we tell the grant-
er the services we can provide and
for how much and then they contract
with us to do so at that rate.

When we provide the service we bill
the contractor and they reimburse us
for that service at an agreed to
amount. This means that we must
have the money up front. The second
type of funding which is actually a
grant usually comes from Founda-
tions, the County and the City with
money up front to use for an agreed
program.

These grants become very important
because they enable us to apply for
contracted grants because we already
have money in the bank. Both types
of funding are essential if the agency
is to grow over time.

Each grant received designates what
can be spent on what. We can not

$Fiscal Year Sound $

PR/DVS received $ 735,891 in grants and
contacts for the Fiscal Year. Our biggest
funder was Navajo Division Of Socials
Services for $225,000 later increased by
an additional $35,000. These monies are
for shelter services and the Emergency
Mobile Response Team Advocates.
$52,000 of this money was used to fur-
nish the new shelter and offices. We are
grateful for this funding as we serve 93%
Navajo. This funding is enabling us to do
more outreach on the Nation. “Domestic
Violence is the most underreported
crime” there, says Katherine Reusing,
ED, “We hope our presence can em-
power victims to seek help”.
